This book, and indeed the entire series, is otherworldly. If you have read J.R.R. Tolkien, C.S. Lewis, Stephen
Donaldson, Terry Brooks, Katherine Kurtz, or maybe even Anne McCaffrey, then you probably should read
this series by Jeff Wheeler.

Even the
“bad guys” elicit a depth of understanding that makes you at least able to identify with them a bit, if not
totally agree with their tactics. Wheeler does an excellent job of demonstrating how differences can bring us
together and make us stronger, rather than the opposite, if we’re brave enough to try.
